Deadline for payment of membership is 11th October 2025 after which an
additional £5 admin fee will be due.

Anyone who hasn’t paid by this time will be ineligible for selection.

Senior Match Fees (£7.00 per game in 2025/26)
Players are requested to sign up to ‘Auto pay’ on Teamo and match fees will be
automatically collected on the first week of each month.

AutoPay
The use of Autopay has massively reduced the burden on the clubs volunteers in the
last season chasing payments from players and freeing volunteers for other projects.
